Thingsto do
Curriculum

In planning the curriculum, more &ttention should be given to curriculum reform measures, eg.,
Key Learning Aress, Language for Practicad Life and Enjoyment, Learning to Learn, Lifelong
Learning, School-based Assessment, etc.

Accord to Reading a higher priority. Its importance will strongly be impressed upon students
of every class and the ERS will be sysematicdly adopted with adaptations for the needs of
individua classes and students. For example, in the junior secondary classes, the reading
lesson can be organized asa‘ Story Time' for 20 minutes or for the whole period.

A Peer Reading or Reading Buddy programme can be organized to take place in the classrooms
right after lunch. The Form 1 students will be matched with sdlected reading buddies from
other classes. Teachers who teach a combination of a junior and a senior class can arrange such
exchanges on their own.

The Library and the Pand continue to work closgly in promoting reading and in increasing the
vaiety of reading materias acquired to meet sudents needs and the requirements of Reading
KLA. The number of sdlf-access materiaswill dso beincreased.

Project work can be assigned to students at the senior levels.

Adminidration

Panel Chairperson and the Assgtant to pay closer attention to maintaining consistency in the
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Pand through monitoring and evaduation of content adaptation, students work, curriculum
development, co-teaching and pedagogicd practices.

Should there be a high turnover of teachers, the processes of observation, supervison and
mentoring should be done more closely and consgtently, especidly in the areas of Extensve
Reading, Project Work and School-Based Assessment for Form 4.

Work more closdy with classmasters so English teachers can properly coach students who are
assigned to read a Bible chapter at morning worships.

Perhaps the principle of not permitting students to register for Syllabus A for the last batch in
2005-06 can be reconsidered.

Pedagogy

- Someimprovement could be made to the ingtructiond procedures of individua classes.
Effectiveness of co-teaching needs to be enhanced.
Even in wesker classes, the teaching of English in the mother tongue should be the exception
rather than the rule.
More attention should be given to helping students become independent learners.
English teechers and the School as a whaole to build up the English language ability level of
sudentsin the lower classes.
Attendance of specid or extra classes can be made mandatory.
Teachers encourage and demondtrate self-access learning in school (Library, English Corner,
MMLC) and out of schoal.
Every teacher be respongible for at least 2 specid classesin aterm. Teachers will dso increase
their out-of-class, one-to-one meeting with sudents.

Such opportunities provide our own
dudents with purposeful and authentic Stuations for usng English, and help boost their
confidence in their language and leadership skills. In no smdl way, such participation enhances
the way our Schodl is perceived both interndly and externdly.
